5:19-22 Be discerning. In a world that cares little for truth, 

how will you hold to the Bible? How will you believe truth? 

5:23-24 Be blessed by God. In your pursuit of holiness, how 

will you seek Christ first rather than just morality? 

5:25-28 Be with you. Take joy: Christ is with his people!
